As a result of the generally spread vision thal the jazz: scene constitules a subculture,
we attempt to go more deeply into the sociological study of the jazz life in this
article. In the following we will try to test this idea. We aim at exploring the jazz
scene, with special attention to the contacts amongst jazz musicians. The why and
wherfore of these interaction patterns leads to a more profound consideration of the
sociological and environment influences on the jazz musicians' social behaviour.

"Waarde(n)vol spel? Hoe jeugdbewegingsleiding spel als socialisatie-
middel beleeft" (T. Oosterlinck)

Within the theory of socialization there is only a minor attention for the topic of
games and its relation to values on behalf of children and youngsters. This article
embeds a suggested typology of contexts of socialization wherein the function of
games can be clarified, wether to effect the transmission of values or to effect the
formation in values. The youth movement acts as a typical game environment and
therefore receives particular attention. The theoretical exploration underlies the
émpirical study of one youth movement. The point of view of the national Chiro
staff will be compared with that of the local youth leaders and with the activities
given by the local leaders. The analyses of the data obtained from 133 interviewees
suggest a difference between the function of games as thought by local leaders (effects
the formation in values) and the function of games as given by the same leaders
(effects the transmission of values).

"Schoolsuccessfactors in the schoolcareers of Turkish and Moroccan
youth of the second generation" (M. Crul)

In the article success factors in the schoolcareers of second generation youth in the
Netherlands are discussed. Sociologist specializing in educational studies put the
emphasize on the low social-economic position of the Moroccan en Turkish parents.
In the analyses of schoolsuccess the social-economic position of the parents can't
explain the differences in schoolsucces within the group of second generation youth.
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Based on the qualitative research a alternative explanation is presented f
schoolsuccess. Using comparisons, insight is given into the differences betwe
-successful and unsuccessful pupils of the second generation. The approach starts witk
an analysis of the schoolcareers of the youngsters in a attempt to isolate the key
elements which determine academic results and selection within the educational
system. The analysis reveals the importance of science subjects in secondary
education for schoolsuccess of the youngsters. The help of siblings is crucial to
overcome problems in school with these subjects and overall the support of siblings
is stressed as an important aspect for schoolsuccess. '
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
